Quintain:

1. Five-line poem.  Often a tercet
and couplet.  Old form.   Can be
in sequences.

2. Syllable Count: varies per line as
to need of poem.  Poets often
lengthen or shorten alternate
lines.  No strict line lengths.

3. Rhymed or not.  If rhymed
several patterns.: a-a-a-b-b        
a-a-b-b-b    a-b-c-b-c   or any
scheme poet devises.

4. Other forms of Quintain are:
cinquain, limerick
